o Providing appropriate health and safety information, instruction, training and 

supervision to our workers and where applicable others. 

o Eliminate or minimising risk to health and safety by implementing risk management 

processes consistent with the level of risk exposure and eliminating hazards. 

o Meeting the specifications of AS/NZS ISO 45001 OHS Management Systems 

- Requirements with guidance for use 

o Monitoring and regularly reviewing Brickworks' Health and Safety Management 

System to confirm that it complies with prescribed and subscribed requirements. 

o Providing processes for all levels of management, worker, and others to be held 

accountable for health and safety matters within their responsibility.  

o Establishing measurable health and safety objectives and targets to regularly 

evaluate Brickworks' Health and Safety Management System's effectiveness.
